THE LOGISTIC IMPLEMENTATION PROTOCOL
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENSE AND THE MINISTRY OF INTERNAL AFFAIRS OF GEORGIA
AND
THE GENERAL STAFF OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY

Due to the "Military Grant Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and Georgia” dated 28
November 2006, the General Staff of the Republic of Turkey and the Ministry of Defense and the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as “Parties"), have agreed on following

items.

ARTICLE |
PURPOSE
The aim of this protocol is to determine the logistic projects of the year 2006, which will be realized
for the Ministry of Defense and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia, within the scope of the
“Military Grant Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and Georgia” dated 28 November 2006.

ARTICLE Il
SCOPE (COMPETENCE AUTHORITIES)
The activities, considered according to the protocol will be implemented among the General Staff
of the Republic of Turkey and the Ministry of Defense and the Ministry of !ﬂte-rnal Affairs of Georgia.

ARTICLE 1lI
THE LOGISTIC PROJECTS OF THE YEAR 2006

1. Military donation up to a cost of 2.399.000 (Two million three hundred and ninety nine thousand)
New Turkish Liras was planned for the Ministry of Defense and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Georgia, due to the "Military Grant Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and Georgia” dated 28
Movember 2006,

2. With this budget, equipment will be donated for the following projects to the Ministry of Defense
and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia;

Frocurement of Equipment for Joint War Collage.

Equipment of Special Forces Unit according to NATO Standarts.
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Modernization of Marneuli Military Air Port,

Procurement of Equipment for Naval Forces Command,

Equipment of Logistics Supply Battalion of General Staff,

Equipment of Maintenance Echelon of Engineer and Tank Battalions.

g. Improving the Command Control Capability of headquarters of State-Sub Agency of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia-the Border Police of Georgia regarding the issues along the
border between the Republic of Turkey and Georgia.

ARTICLE IV

GENERAL PRINCIPLES
1. The type and quantity of the equipment, which will be procured in order to realize the projects, will

be determined by mutual investigation between the Parties.

2. The main equipment which directly effects war ability of troops, will be procured by the General
Staff of the Republic of Turkey from Turkey.

3. This fund shall not be spent for construction, repair and procurement of consumable materials,
except for the inevitable circumstances. Activities of this sphere are the responsibility of the Ministry of
Defense and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia.

4. The donated equipment will be used only for the subject projects and will not be used for any
other purposes. The transfer of every kind of donated weapon and equipment to another nation, an
institute or an organization and the disposal of above-mentioned assets will depend on the approval of
the General Staff of the Republic of Turkey.

5. The Turkish side is responsible to bring the equipment to the Georgia border. All procedures for
custom clearance through Georgian customs will be pursued and concluded as soon as possible by
the Ministry of Defense of Georgia and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia. The Republic of
Turkey will not be liable for any financial responsibilities for these procedures.

6. Donated equipment will be exempted from all kinds of taxes by Georgia.

7. Georgia sides is responsible for keeping active and supplying maintenance for all equipment

donated within military grant.

ARTICLE V
TEXT AND SIGNATURE
1. This protoccl is based on “Military Grand Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and

Georgia” dated 28 November 2006. ®

2. This protocol has been written in two copies, in Turkish, Georgian and English languages and all
texts are equally authentic. If any disagreement arises about the texts, the English text will prevail.

3. This protocol has been signed on 23 February 2007, in Ankara and shall enter into force on the
date of the receipt of last written notification by the Parties that all procedures for ratification have

been complied with in accordance with their national legisiation.
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ARTICLE V
