Protocol
on

Control, Registration and Other Transactions Regarding the Passengers, Luggage, Cargo
and Mail within the Framework of

The Agreement between the Government of Georgia and the Government of the Republic of
Turkey on Joint Usage of Batumi International Airport

The Ministry of Internal Affairs, Border Police of Georgia and the Revenue Service to the Ministry of
Finance from the Government of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as "the Georgian Party"),

The Department of Foreigners, Borders and Asylum Affairs to the Directorate General for the
Turkish NMational Police of the Ministry of Interior and the Prime Ministry, Undersecretariat of
Customs from the Government of the Republic of Turkey (hereinafter referred to as “the Turkish
Party") and

Are entitled to fulfill the provisions of the Agreement between the Government of Georgia and the
Government of the Republic of Turkey on Joint Usage of Batumi International Airport (hereinafter
referred to as "the Agreement") and

Furthermore, the Parties, having accepted to ensure the tasks and services envisaged in the
provisions of this Agreement;

The competent authorities of the Parties, having agreed on the issues regarding the control,
registration and other transactions of the passengers, luggage, cargo and mails in accordance with
the provisions of this Agreement;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

This Protoecol shall be an integral part of "the Agreement between the Government of Gecrgia and
the Government of the Republic of Turkey on Joint Usage of Batumi International Airport”.

Article 2

The Parties, in accordance with the current legislation in their countries and international
agreements, are responsible for the registration, control and other transactions of the passengers,
luggage, cargo and mails designated and present in the provisions of this Agreement,



Article 3

The implementation of this Protocol and “the Agreement between the Government of Georgia and
the Government of the Republic of Turkey on Joint Usage of Batumi International Airport” shall be
executed by the local competent representatives (Contact Points) of the Parties and the Parties
shall mutually inform each other in case of any amendment of the data stipulated in Article 13 of
this Protocal.

Article 4

1. Special buses, referred to in the Agreement, shall consist of independent parts of
passengers and luggage.

2. When necessary, trailers may be attached to special buses.

3. The part of luggage and trailer shall be available to be sealed.

Article 5
The Responsibilities of the Parties:

1.Special buses, referred to in the Agreement, shall be accompanied by the following officials in
their own territory.

a. Georgian Party: Customs official and border police
b. Turkish Party: Customs official and police

2. The luggage part of the special buses traveling between Hopa Terminal and Batumi
International Airport shall be sealed by the competent customs office at the point of
departure.

3. Special buses, referred to in the Agreement, and the passengers, luggage, cargo and mails
traveling therein shall be enabled to carry out a non-stop and clear journey inside the
country except for the stops due to the domestic traffic rules and traffic signs.

4. In case of any unexpected events in the country, the security of the special buses and the
passengers, luggage, cargo and mails traveling therein shall be ensured and they shall be
prevented from getting in contact with strangers.
